Description of Position
The PMF selected for this position will have two areas of responsibility on the Director’s staff, both of which feature high-level access within NGS and NOAA: 1. The PMF will play a leading role in developing and executing NGS’ planning, management, budgeting strategies.  This includes working with senior management to increase program effectiveness through policy development and performance tracking.  In this role, the PMF will serve as a lead representative of NGS to other NOAA offices. The PMF will also work to communicate and build support with those outside of NOAA- including stakeholders and Congress- about the importance of NGS’ products and services. The PMF will help prepare outreach briefing packages for various audiences, both inside and outside of NOAA. These and other activities will require interaction within NOAA as well as with local, state and federal agencies. NGS supports many specialized functions, such as measuring sea-level rise, wetlands restoration and collecting aerial photography and other types of aerial remote sensing. Depending upon the interests of the PMF selected, there is the possibility to gain experience with these types of projects. 2. NGS is part of NOAA’s Commerce and Transportation Goal Team, which coordinates NOAA activities that support the safe and efficient transport of our nation’s commerce over the land, sea, and air. This position would involve both reaction to short-turnaround tasks and long-term planning for issues such as cross-program budget development and performance measures.

The National Geodetic Survey (NGS), an office within NOAA's Ocean Service, is responsible for defining and managing a national coordinate system. This system, National Spatial Reference System (NSRS), provides the foundation for transportation, communication/defense systems, mapping/charting, Geographic Information Systems (GIS), and a multitude of scientific and engineering applications. The NSRS contributes to better public safety, economic prosperity, and environmental well being. NGS maps the coastal regions of the United States and its possessions to position the shoreline and other features needed to construct navigational charts, which are crucial for navigational safety. In addition, NGS conducts aerial surveys of airports in the United States and its possessions to create charts showing obstructions around flight corridors. The Systems Development Division is part of NGS and is responsible for administration of Unix and PC systems, the NGS local area network, the NGS database, the NGS website, and the development of software applications.
